This dissertation investigates a number of related questions in democratic theory by asking how political control in democracies should be fairly allocated, not only across individual citizens at any given moment in time, but also across time.  This diachronic perspective, I suggest, is critical to a proper understanding of political equality, and can help us more clearly address such issues as the identity and persistence of the people over time, the relationship between individual political liberties and the self-government of the people, the nature of democratic representation, and the role and justification of constitutionalism and judicial review.
